Community Project Grants

The Council provides grants of up to $1000 to support community projects that help achieve goals in the Council’s five-year plan (see reverse). Projects should:

1. Provide individuals with developmental disabilities with opportunities to be a part of community life; 

2. Foster new and different ways to –

· Help address a barrier or challenge facing people with disabilities, 

· Serve more people; or 

· Improve quality of life; or   

3. Educate the public and change the way people think about people with disabilities.

Conditions and Requirements:

· Preference is given to projects in which people with disabilities play a major role in the planning and implementation, and which involve people with and without disabilities engaged in activities together in integrated settings.

· Deadlines for applications are October 31, January 31, April 30 and July 31, or as otherwise determined by the Council, subject to available funds.

· The Council may identify the goals and objectives in its plan that are of highest priority and give preference or limit consideration to applications for projects that address those goals and objectives.

· Requests must be made on the Council application form, and include all information requested.

· The Council may require a more detailed application that outlines objectives, activities, performance targets and timelines. 

· At least one report on grant activities will be required. 

· The Council's sponsorship must be recognized in project materials. 

· Funds may be provided on either a grant or reimbursement only basis. 

· Funding cannot be provided for projects that carry out a function that is a responsibility of local, state or federal government (including the school system).

Examples of Community Projects that the Council could support:

· A group of families create a cooperative respite program and/or database of respite providers available in their community.

· Planning and organizing a monthly community game night designed to include people of all ages and abilities.

· A small team of consultants, including volunteers with disabilities, provides technical assistance to camps and recreation facilities wishing to improve accessibility and better accommodate people with disabilities.

· An inclusive community band project offers music lessons and concerts.

· A group of families and friends coordinate transportation to theatre performances and other public events for people with developmental disabilities.

· A project provides technical assistance to people with disabilities interested in developing and managing cooperative housing alternatives.

· A directory of inclusive summer camps and recreation programs, including feedback or ratings from families who have used them.

· A group of people with disabilities organizes an online community for people wishing to meet others to date or make new friends.

· College students and recent graduates with disabilities create a guidebook rating colleges and universities in the region on various criteria relating to how they welcome and accommodate students with disabilities.

· A group of film students create short video vignettes featuring people with disabilities of various ages engaged in different aspects of community life, to be aired on local access cable TV stations to promote greater understanding and positive images of people with disabilities.

	GOALS
	OBJECTIVES

	EDUCATION and EARLY INTERVENTION:  Children and adults with developmental disabilities will receive educational services and supports that enable them to achieve their potential.
	1.  The Council will promote best practices in teaching, interagency cooperation, quality assurance and transition planning through methods including training and technical assistance to parents, students, educators and agencies.

2.  The Council will help develop more post-secondary educational opportunities and make existing programs more 

accessible for adults with disabilities. 

	EMPLOYMENT:  People with disabilities will have greater opportunities for job training, competitive employment and increased hours of employment.
	The Council will promote the employment of people with disabilities, help expand available job options, improve the skills of employment support staff and help remove systemic barriers to employment, particularly loss of public benefits and supports.

	FORMAL and INFORMAL COMMUNITY SUPPORTS:  People with developmental disabilities will be integrated into their communities, able to exercise their full rights of citizenship and be productive and contributing members of society.
	1. The Council will help develop effective, high quality and sufficient supports based on individual needs and choice, which foster independence, meaningful relationships and community involvement and evolve to meet people’s needs as they age. 

2.  The Council will support the development of a reliable, well-trained workforce that can meet the current and projected future needs of people with disabilities, and help assure that family caregivers receive the training and support they need. 

3.  The Council, in collaboration, will advocate for people with disabilities and families to have the information and support they need in order to access needed services and plan for their future financial security and independence

4.  The Council will support public policies and business, industry and trade practices, including assistive technologies and universal design, which promote the full inclusion of people with developmental disabilities in all aspects of community life.

	QUALITY ASSURANCE:  People with developmental disabilities will have a high quality of life in all areas and live in dignity, free of mistreatment, with greater choice and control over their lives.
	1.  The Council will help strengthen the systems that protect vulnerable people from abuse, neglect and exploitation and empower people with developmental disabilities to protect themselves and to seek help when needed.

2.  The Council will advocate for outcome measures and evaluation methods that best define and measure adequacy of services and quality of care in the developmental disabilities service system, and support improvements to the system

3.  The Council will, in collaboration, promote, help strengthen and/ or organize strong, independent advocacy driven by people with disabilities and their families supporting greater choice, independence and self-determination in all aspects of life. 

	HOUSING:  People with disabilities will have the choice to live with whomever they wish and housing options that are accessible, affordable and adaptable to their needs.


	1.  The Council will promote universal design features for all populations and their incorporation into new housing as a standard practice.

2.  The Council will support more diverse and enhanced options for people with disabilities to live with whomever they wish, with the support they need, independently of their parents or families of origin if they so choose.

	HEALTH:  People with disabilities will have access to the full range of health care and support services they need to be healthy.
	1.  The Council will help educate health care providers to be more knowledgeable about disabilities, services, and supports; make better diagnoses; and make more timely referrals, and help improve communication between patients and providers.

2.  The Council will support Medicaid and other insurance coverage of all essential services and reimbursement rates for providers more consistent with their costs for services.

	TRANSPORTATION:  People with developmental disabilities will have access to more reliable and accessible transportation that is responsive to need in all areas of life.
	The Council will monitor and support efforts in the state to develop more accessible transportation, better coordinate existing resources, and assure people know how to access these resources.

	CROSS CUTTING:  The Council will inform people with disabilities, families, policy makers and the general public about Council activities, current problems impacting people with developmental disabilities and options for addressing them.
	The Council will maintain a web site and disseminate information about Council activities and current issues that impact people with developmental disabilities through presentations, written materials, and electronic means.
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
